Neighbourhood Watch Group 
(National Level) 
 
Made up of 10 Reps nominated from the 
10 Regions chair elected from within the 
group.  Chair attends NSGWI Meetings 
(A Police and a Home Office Adviser or 
observer could be appointed – a matter 
for the Group to decide) 
 
Travelling expenses funded by H.O. 
Meetings held to coincide with NSGWI 
meetings 

Regional Groups 
 

10 Groups based on Govt regions and Wales. 
 
Each Region has a lead NHW Volunteer and a Police practitioner from 
each force on it. 
 
In some regions the Police and Volunteers will meet in conjunction but 
separately and will come together for at least a part of the Meeting. 
 
Others will hold full meetings jointly, 
 
1 Police Representative from the Region and one volunteer from the 
movement will be elected or nominated by the Group to attend 
respective National Meetings. 
 
Regional Group Meetings held up to four times per year. 

National Police Steering Group for 
Watch Issues 

 
(This is a delivery group which could 
potentially carry out activities on behalf of 
the NSGWI)   
 
The group could consider:

♦ Advice to Forces 
♦ Queries from stakeholders

10 Regional Police Reps form this group 
Chief Constable Whiteley chairs this group 
and attends NSGWI meetings held four

Reps from Home Office, Police, LGA, Chair of Nat. Police 
Steering Group for Watch Schemes, Chair of NHW 

Group, APA, NPP, NAVCA, Crime Concern,  NACRO, 
TPAS 

Meetings held four times per year currently. 

All 43 forces provide one 
Representative and help 
facilitate one NHW Volunteer to 
attend Regional Meetings
